FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION.

This is a 70-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with COPD, right-sided heart failure, col pulmonale, pedal edema, and shortness of breath along with weakness. The patient was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. The patient appears very frail compared to last visit.  Approximately two months ago, he has lost at least five pounds. He is on oxygen short of breath at all times. Not able to walk because of his shortness of breath. He has mild right-sided edema because of col pulmonale and right-sided heart failure related to his endstage COPD. The patient is ADL dependent. He wears a diaper because he is too short of breath to get to the commode on time. He has had issues with decreased appetite, weight loss, and has high risk of fall. He has a KPS score of 40% and his weakness appears to have worsened since the last visit along with muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, and high risk of falls.
