This is a 72-year-old gentleman with history of prostate cancer, liver cancer, not a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy resides at home with his family. He appears quite weak. He has swelling of the lower extremity most likely related to protein-calorie malnutrition. He gets very shortness of breath with any kind of activity. He is weak. He has difficulty walking. He uses a cane. He is at high risk of fall. He has a KPS score of 40%. His condition has deteriorated since last visit even though he is obese and he does not seem to have lost much weight. He is definitely much weaker and he is not able to care for himself. He has provider that sees him on regular basis and wears a diaper because he is becoming bowel and bladder incontinent because of his severe weakness. Overall prognosis continues to remain poor.
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
