FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION.

This is a 74-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with endstage COPD. The patient’s O2 saturation is 92% on 2 liters. He also suffers from hypertension, low back pain, radiculopathy, protein-calorie malnutrition, muscle wasting, depression and constipation. He has issues with sleeping. His current KPS is at 40%. He lives with his family. He does not smoke any more. He quit smoking some 20 years ago, but continues to show worsening of his endstage COPD associated with tachycardia, right sided heart failure, mild pedal edema, weakness, bowel and bladder incontinence and O2 dependency. He uses his nebulizer at least four to six times a day because of his shortness of breath. He is either on the couch or sleeping in his bed. He is no longer able to ambulate because of his shortness of breath. He has decreased appetite with decreased weight and muscle wasting as noted by the temporal wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition.
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
