This is a 78-year-old woman currently on hospice with hypertensive cardiomyopathy, history of diastolic dysfunction, chronic kidney disease stage IIIB, heart failure, pedal edema, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, osteoarthritis, and repeated falls. The patient lives alone with provider services. Her son Victor is close by and checks on her and sees about her needs. She has had decreased appetite with muscle wasting. She uses a walker, but less and less at this time because of shortness of breath. She is on oxygen. She recently stopped taking her Lasix and developed swelling of her lower extremity and this was reinstituted by her son and hospice nurse and apparently she just did not want to take her medications for sometime. The leg swelling is related to her congestive heart failure, which is obvious mixed systolic and diastolic dysfunction. She has lost at least seven to ten pounds with decreased appetite and decreased mentation per her son Victor’s observation. She continues to deteriorate and is doing poorly regarding her heart failure and her symptoms are unavoidable because of endstage heart disease.
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
