The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Anna describes that she is still living in WellBridge Rehabilitation Program for physical therapy. She was diagnosed having pseudogout and for the last couple of months she has been in an extended care facility for physical therapy and rehabilitation. She described otherwise she is feeling much better and she is taking all her medication. She felt sorry that she should have contacted me throughout the course of stay in the rehabilitation program, but she claimed that she is taking all her medication which was prescribed that is she is on seroquel 50 mg and 25 mg at bedtime, melatonin 10 mg at bedtime, lamotrigine 300 mg h.s. and 50 mg in the morning. She described she is not having any side effect, but she gets anxious, but she described she is working on it and she is feeling better. She was alert, oriented in good spirit. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. She denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Judgement and insight improved. I further discussed that she is doing better and when she will discharge she should always call my office and make appointment to see her to which she is agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, multiple medical issues, including gout of the ankle joint, arthritis, and hypothyroidism.

PLAN: Continue with supportive care and the plan. She has been getting medication through the facility, but does not have any psychiatrist. Followup appointment was given in one month. Prognosis guarded.
