SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Angela is a 69-year-old single Caucasian female who has been treated for bipolar disorder. Currently maintained on Seroquel 150 mg at bedtime, duloxetine 60 mg daily, and Klonopin 0.5 mg b.i.d. She is still undergoing court case because of drink driving. So far she has not received any letter from the court. She is not on prohibition. She described she is doing all right currently suffering from the cold. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Risk, benefit and side effect are explained. The patient was feeling better, but explained that because of the cold she is not feeling as good as she is supposed to be, but she like to continue with the same medication. Prognosis is guarded.
