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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old African American male that has a kidney transplant that was done in April 2015. The kidney function has been deteriorating progressively even more when the patient had active cytomegalovirus infection that had to be treated with ganciclovir. The patient has recovered from the cytomegalovirus, but there is evidence of deterioration of the kidney function.

2. The hyperkalemia has been under control. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 03/27/2024, the potassium is 3.4.

3. Chronic kidney disease. In the latest laboratory workup, the creatinine is 6 and the BUN is 4. There is no evidence of volume overload. There is no evidence of respiratory distress. The patient is feeling better; however, we know that this patient is going to need renal replacement therapy pretty soon.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. Gout that is under control.

6. Hypertension that is under control. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup. I have to mention that the patient is being evaluated in Fort Myers for the transplant nephrologist. He has an appointment on 04/11/2024 and after that appointment we are going to get together with those nephrologists and make the final decision and recommendations on Mr. Dollard.
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
