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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 69-year-old white female that has a Sjögren syndrome that has been treated by the rheumatologist with the administration of hydroxychloroquine and prednisone 5 mg on daily basis. The patient was tried without prednisone, but she had a relapse. She has been able to function very well and she does not have any arthritis at the present time.

2. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage IIIB that is most likely associated to the presence of arterial hypertension, hyperlipidemia and the autoimmune disease. At the present time, the blood pressure is under control.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Gastroesophageal reflux disease without any complications. The patient remains very stable. She has a remote history of CVA in 2018 without apparent sequela. We are going to see her in six months with laboratory workup.
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
