Dear Dr. Sarvepalli & Sirs of Masonic Home:

This is a telemedicine for Mrs. Barbara Phelen.  Recent acute kidney injury, which has resolved and negative workup.  She has respiratory failure secondary to myasthenia gravis.  There has been no hospital admission.  She is able to take oral intake.  According to the caregiver dysphagia has improved or completely resolved.  No reported vomiting, isolated diarrhea, no bleeding.  Incontinent of urine.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No trauma or falls.  Minimal exercise.  She uses the vent at night and open tracheostomy during daytime.
Assessment and Plan:  Iron deficiency anemia related to bariatric surgery, awaiting results of stool sample for blood.  Strongly encouraged IV replacement as with her bariatric surgery her ability to observe iron probably is restricted.  I will not propose to increase the iron replacement to twice a day.  There will be no indication for Aranesp, EPO until iron deficiency is resolved and she has normal kidney function.  I am going to sign off.  Call us if any questions.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
