Cecelia is a 33-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. She has chronic iron deficiency anemia most likely from menstrual blood loss and she cannot tolerate orally administered iron hence she is here for IV iron infusion.

SYMPTOMS: She complains of extreme fatigue and weakness.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Iron deficiency anemia and requiring intravenous iron because of iron intolerance when administered orally and heavy menstruation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a pleasant 33-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall and weighing 225 pounds and she gained about 25 pounds since last visit.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Iron-deficiency anemia.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC CMP, iron, ferritin, and then give her 1 g of INFeD intravenously for two hours. Followup in four weeks.
