Greg Lash was seen recently for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Graves’ disease.

2. Hyperthyroidism, treated with radioiodine.

3. Postprocedural hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.1 mg eight pills per week, Norvasc 10 mg daily, and simvastatin 20 mg daily.

At this time, there are no major complaints. No symptoms suggestive of hypothyroidism.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 134/70, weight 171 pounds, and BMI is 26.7. The thyroid gland was not enlarged and there was no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent lab tests: Free T4 0.97 and TSH 1.72 both normal.

IMPRESSION: Procedural hypothyroid, Grave’s disease, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia.

I recommend that he continue the current program and return for followup in one year.
