Ronald Thompson continues to follow for type I diabetes.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Insulin pump therapy.

On this visit, there are no major complaints. Blood sugar control appeared to be satisfactory.

Past history is unremarkable.

Family history is positive for diabetes.

Social History: He works as financial planner. Does not smoker or drink alcohol.

Current Medications: Insulin pump and Proscar.

On examination, blood pressure 116/64, weight 188 pounds, and BMI is 28.6. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.4%, indicating excellent control of diabetes.

Chemistry lab test are all within satisfactory range. Urine microalbumin is less than 3. TSH 1.57. The LDL is 55

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with excellent control on insulin pump and long-term insulin administration. The pump and CGM was downloaded and reviewed in detail with the patient who now expresses the wish to go on the ILET pump.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Followup in due course.
