CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, followup after seizure disorder, and followup after end-stage renal disease on hemodialysis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife and the patient has cough on and off, but it is mostly at the bedtime and there is no blood noted and there is no phlegm. The patient denied any fever or chills. He was in a rehab facility two weeks ago and he never had COVID infection.
The patient came today as a followup after seizure and he had seizures when he was in the hospital when he had electrolyte imbalance and he was told that he has metabolic encephalopathy and his neurologist suggested that the patient be on Keppra 250 mg one tablet twice a day. Wife stated that the patient never had seizures after that and he does not lie and he has any appointment with neurologist.

The patient came today as a followup after end-stage renal disease on hemodialysis and he goes for dialysis three times a week. He has been seen by nephrologist on regular basis.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, skin rashes, or seizures.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg twice a day.
The patient also has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of end-stage renal disease and he is on bumetanide 2 mg one tablet a day prescribed by nephrologist.

The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 50 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of dementia and he is on memantine 10 mg twice a day.

The patient has a history of mild gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 20 mg twice a day as needed along with bland diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he gets physical therapies at home and the patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement, lymph node enlargement, or stridor.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
I had a long discussion with the patient’s wife as she is a caregiver and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
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
