CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after urine test for protein.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had abnormal urinalysis and he has albumin in the urine during his routine blood test and it was minimally high and the patient denied any muscle weakness or weight loss.
The patient has diabetes and it is well controlled.
