CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of fever, sore throat, burning urination, and nasal congestion.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that for past six days the patient has developed nasal congestion and he took over-the-counter medication without much relief and then the patient developed low-grade fever after that he has burning urination but did not see any blood in the urine. The patient also had vomiting x1, it resolved two days ago.
Sore throat started five or six days ago and he is able to swallow food.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, focal weakness, or skin rashes.
ALLERGIES: None.

Medications are omeprazole 20 mg once a day as needed for gastritis.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his family and he quit smoking few weeks ago. The patient never drank alcohol or do any illicit drug and currently the patient is unemployed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear discharge, cough, diarrhea, leg swelling or calf swelling, or rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals nasal congestion both the nostrils without any bleeding. Ear exam is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: No murmurs, but heart rate is 106 beats/min and it improved after resting.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
