CC: Spoke with husband and lab and x-ray will be ordered.
HPI: An 80-year-old female with primary progressive aphasia advanced and she also is status post left hip fracture with ORIF. She is no longer ambulatory, is in a Broda chair slightly reclined with legs straight out and she will lean to the right most days and occasionally to the left or leaning forward. Husband has made issue with not being able to get a restraint this evening. After I had called him and left a message, he called back, so he just had some things he wanted to vent, so I just listened to him and then I talked to him about addressing what we could do something about; one of them is the previous x-ray from her 10/26/2023, left hip, which was a little three months out postop, showed a question of the fixation screw the tip of it being in soft tissue medial to the ilium. It is worth a five-month followup image to see if this has changed in location and/or any pain or discomfort it may be causing the patient and whether it affects her positioning at the waist. Also, her baseline labs drawn 10/31/2023, were notable for significantly low T-protein and ALB, so a CMP is ordered to assess whether there has been improvement; if there has been decline, then we will need to start her on protein drinks daily. Husband also let me know that he got a letter from the pharmaceutical company manufacturing Linzess that as he put it that she is being given permission to receive the medication until sometime in May. He has the form, plans to bring it to the facility tomorrow and I told him he can give it to Donna and/or Vicki and then we can decide whether it is something they can take care of or if it needs to be sent to my office staff. With the Linzess use, the patient took it regularly as constipation was a primary component of her IBS symptoms; well, within a week she started having loose stools, so it was stopped and in a matter of days, less than a week, she was significantly constipated, treated for that and that resolved, so reintroducing the Linzess. We will have to figure out the schedule so that we get benefit avoiding constipation without excess causing diarrhea. All the above was discussed with him. Other questions regarding dementia and in general, is there a cure etc., he brought up and asked questions.
