CC: Right eye tearing.
HPI: A 91-year-old female came in with her son Kenny present and she told me that she has had continuous tearing of her right eye to the point that it is just driving her crazy, as she always has to have a tissue in hand. She denies having any allergies. She has not had any new face wash etc. and this has been going on for the last couple of weeks. No change in her vision and it is localized to her right eye. When seeing her, it was clear to see the continual tearing and actually the tears that would just come out of her eye. So, we talked about getting her in with either an ophthalmologist or optometrist. If she has been established with one, is per her son. So, I called the office of Dr. Pepper Martin who was not in the office, but other optometrists were, so we got an appointment for her. She was transported by son and was contacted afterwards and it was diagnosed that the patient had lower lid inversion with eyelashes that were irritating and scratching the lower part of her sclera, so they trimmed and then removed some of her eyelashes and she will now be on a steroid and antibiotic eye ointment and drop combo. This was explained per the staff to both son and the patient who seemed to have some understanding. I have also spoken with the unit nurse regarding this and so medications will be called into Boomer Pharmacy who will send out the steroid antibiotic drops and then the other steroid antibiotic ointment. There was no comment as to whether she had followup. I saw the patient later after dinner. She is quiet resting in her room. She told me about the visit. She still has some tearing, but she states it is starting to lessen. 
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
