HPI: I spoke with husband and wife’s request and I had intended to call him last week. We spoke regarding the patient’s general care and overall health status. He just gave me some further background information and states that it just seems like within short period of time that there was just general decline in her ability or her reserve to make a comeback was very limited. So I reviewed labs with him and her weight. He comes in frequently to check in on her. He did ask me about looking at her feet, which I have not done. He states that there like dark blue to purplish and he is concerned about vascular flow to the area and that infection of her feet or gangrene occurring will be her demise. I told him I would look and see. He is fully aware that at this point no one is going to do any surgical or other intervention. He is a retired surgeon. He and his wife met when she was an Air Force nurse core nurse and he was a flight surgeon and they were part of a MASH unit. So I told him about her paronychia. He had seen her finger when he was here earlier this evening and stated that soaking it in warm water was the only thing he need to do for it and I told him that we have antibiotic that will target it so she will be receiving that he was fine with it.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Lab review was done with her husband. He was agreeable with any comment made.

2. Paronychia right hand middle finger. Augmentin 500/125 mg one tab p.o q.8h. x7 days. I just generally keep the finger clean with warm soapy water.
CPT 99350 and direct POA contact 20 minutes.
