CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. “I might have gallbladder problems.”

2. Abdominal pain yesterday.

3. Chills.

4. Right upper quadrant pain.

5. Headache.

6. No nausea or vomiting.

7. No symptoms of food intolerance i.e. chocolate, meat or anything else that can flare-up a gallbladder.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 38-year-old gentleman married three years, two children. He is a general manager at a place in Houston. He would not tell me what kind of place it was. He comes in with the above mentioned symptoms since last night. He went to the emergency room, but the wait was too long, so he decided to come here this morning. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy last November and hernia surgery year or two before that.

MEDICATIONS: Wellbutrin 75 mg b.i.d. and BuSpar 5 mg b.i.d. 
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother has small cell cancer. Father died of stroke and MI.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is alert. He is awake. He is afebrile. He is not tachycardic and he is not hurting.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 254 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 18. Pulse 94. Blood pressure 118/67.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.
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HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
There is definitely no pain over the epigastric area or right upper quadrant.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal ultrasound does not really helping much today because he ate just an hour ago and has had no again nausea, vomiting, or other symptoms, but the gallbladder looks dam contracted.

2. I am going to have him come back tomorrow at 8:30. I did get urinalysis today to make sure there are no issues with the prostate or UTI causing his fever.

3. He does have slightly red TM with dizziness. The Augmentin that I am giving him today should cover that as well.
4. Because of his dizziness, we looked at his carotid which was within normal limits.
5. His abdomen is within normal limits except for the fact that I could not see gallbladder.

6. I am going to get his CT scan from November to see what it showed.

7. I am going to have him come back tomorrow at 8:30, repeat the ultrasound.
8. If he gets worse tonight, must go to the ER.

9. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. with food and yogurt.

10. Because of the fact that his mother has small cell carcinoma because of the fact that he had low grade temperature and he was hurting on the right side, I did get a chest x-ray. His chest x-ray is totally negative for any kind of abnormality by the way.
11. Urinalysis is normal. Ketones are negative, protein is negative, nitrates are negative, leukocytes are negative, pH is okay, bilirubin is 1+ and specific gravity is 1025.
