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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has a history of hyponatremia that is mostly likely associated to the medication that is given to control the non-intentional tremors, the seizures and the diagnosis of schizophrenia. The patient has been treated with a restriction of fluid, the regular sodium intake and she has maintained sodium’s above 140 most of the time.

2. The patient is complaining of persistent constipation and for that reason we are going to suggest and we send a prescription for Linzess _______ on daily basis. The prescription was sent to CVS in Sebring.

3. The patient has the non-intentional tremors, epilepsy and schizophrenia that has been reevaluated and seen by Dr. Ramkissoon.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. We are going to reevaluate this case in four months with laboratory workup.
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
