Dear Dr. Joslin:

This is a followup for Mr. Dodge with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in October.  No hospital visit.  Comes with wife.  Follows with urology.  History of testicular cancer as well as radical cystoprostatectomy with an ileal conduit.  No evidence of recurrence.  CAT scans every nine months.  Evaluation oncology everything is stable.  Come back in a year.  Extensive review of system right now is negative.
Medications:  Present medications, I will highlight Lamictal, valproic acid, has not required any blood pressure medicines.

Physical Examination:  Today weight 228 with a blood pressure 140/79.  Respiratory and cardiovascular shows the increases too from aortic valve replacement.  There is prior mitral valve repair too.  Lungs are clear.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No ascites, tenderness, or masses.  No edema or neurological deficits.

Labs:  The most recent chemistries are from February.  Creatinine 1.8 same as before, representing a GFR 41 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal glucose and calcium.  Phosphorus not elevated.  Normal albumin and liver function test, PSA suppressed, TSH normal, A1c normal, ferritin normal, saturation not available.  Normal B12 and vitamin D.  Urinalysis low level of protein, negative for blood.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III clinically stable.  No evidence of progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Prostate bladder cancer testicular as indicated above.  He has an ileal conduit.  No hydronephrosis stone.  No evidence of recurrence of malignancy.  Normal blood pressure without treatment.  All chemistries associated to kidney disease stable.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for bicarbonate.  No need for EPO treatment.  Minimal activity in the urine for protein.  Chemistries every six months will be appropriate.  Follow up with results at that time.  All questions answered.
