Thank you for your continued support.

Latania comes for evaluation today. This 31-year-old female who initially was seen in September following a CVA. She had a history of hypertension and migraine headache. The patient was subjected to lab test, which ruled out any hypercoagulable status. At that time, however, patient also was supposed to be seen for generalized lymphadenopathy, however, we did not have the CT scan results and somehow that evaluation did not contain any reference to this issue so she is here today. Recent CT scan results have been reviewed this was done in September 2023. The CT did show numerous prominent and enlarged lymph nodes nearly on every station and could be worrisome for lymphoproliferative disorder at that time however results were not known so patient was not consult. In any case, she is here today. She does not report any symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 9 inches tall, weighing 143 pounds, and blood pressure 133/98. She says she is bit nervous.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Small shotty lymph nodes were found in the neck on both sides. However, no axillary or inguinal lymph nodes were palpable.

Rest of the physical exam was unremarkable. Liver and spleen was not palpable.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. History of generalized lymphadenopathy.

2. History of CVA in past.

At this point, the patient is on aspirin. She used to take Plavix but she has discontinued.

RECOMMENDATIONS: She is going to have a repeat CT scan in few days once available we will revisit the patient and reevaluate it. At this time, I do not think she has any aggressive lymphoma and cannot figure out the reason for the lymphadenopathy.
