Thank you for this referral.

This 66-year-old male who does not smoke or drink. He has several allergies including morphine, penicillin, codeine, and iodine.

SYMPTOMS: He does not offer any symptoms. He sent here for evaluation of anemia, thrombocytopenia, and eosinophilia. Also, he had history of DVT in the past.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has hypertension, hypothyroidism, and renal insufficiency. In past, he had DVT. He required vein stripping and subsequently ablation. He also has history of pulmonary eosinophilia. He sees Dr. Cable in Denison and he is on Fasenra. He also gave history of deep vein thrombosis in family. His brother had hypercoagulable status with Factor V Leiden mutation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 1 inches tall, weighing 279 pounds, and blood pressure 183/84.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. History of thrombocytopenia and anemia.

2. History of pulmonary eosinophilia.

3. History of DVT in the past. The patient was on warfarin now he is on aspirin.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will request some lab work mainly a CBC, CMP, and hypercoagulation profile such as protein C, protein S, antithrombin 3 level, and Factor V mutation evaluation.

The lab that I have from June 12, 2023, showed normal CBC. Apparently, he does not have any recent labs so we will redraw it and go from there.
