HISTORY: This is a 34-year-old gentleman here for surgical clearance.
The patient has a history of calcaneus fracture with several surgeries in the past, but he stated that there is poor healing in his calcaneus.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Ankle calcaneus _______.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He endorses tobacco and alcohol use. He denies drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes type II.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.
Blood pressure 137/90.
Pulse 65.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.9.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft, nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Right Ankle: Reduced range of motion. There is no erythema. No edema. No deformity. Except the right ankle, full range of motion with mild discomfort on his right ankle. All other joints show full range of motion with no discomfort. He has antalgic gait secondary to right ankle fracture/poor healing.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Calcaneus fracture (poor healing).
2. Surgical clearance.
PLAN: Today, we did EKG. EKG reveals the sinus bradycardia with sinus arrhythmia, but no acute ST segment elevation or any characteristic consistent with acute MI.
Labs were drawn, include CBC, CMP, PT, and PTT.
