HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Chad comes back today after he was seen yesterday for minimal abdominal pain, fever and possible gallstones. I was not able to look at his gallbladder because it was contracted. Today, the gallbladder looks very open, we can actually see the picture of the gallbladder quite well on the ultrasound and the gallbladder wall does not look thickened, but it does look like he has some small calcium densities in the neck of the gallbladder consistent with stones. He may have passed the stone. We talked about that possibility today.

He is alert. He is awake. He feels a little bit better. He is still having some headache that may be related to what is going on. I have recommended doing a CBC, CMP, and an amylase today to make sure everything is okay. So, we are going to proceed with that.

He also has an appointment with the gastroenterologist. I told him he might repeat the ultrasound at that time and/or he might do a HIDA scan depending on his symptoms and what is going on with him.

What is evident today is he is doing well, the fever is gone.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: His vitals are stable. Blood pressure 124/73. Pulse 75. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. O2 sat 97%.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Gallstones, minimal/calcification within the gallbladder.

2. Anxiety.

3. GI appointment coming up.

4. Lab work now.

5. Check CBC.

6. Check amylase and lipase.

7. Make sure there is no evidence of issues or problems with the gallbladder.

8. I did call Kingwood Hospital since he had a CT scan done last year and the CT scan then showed an unremarkable gallbladder as well.
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
