CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient here brought from Group Care Home nearby by caretaker reports dizzy spell this morning after getting up where he felt like he was going to faint, lasted a few minutes without neurological changes except for a faint tremor, brought here by his caretaker.

MEDICATIONS: The patient is on multiple medications for high blood pressure, diabetes, coronary artery disease. He takes nitroglycerin as needed occasionally. A long list of medications, please see chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Neurological: Without abnormality other than slight tremor without evidence of weakness or paralysis or numbness. The patient states he had similar spells in the past and had no workup by his cardiologist here in town, Dr. _______ who had done treadmill and other testing on him in the past. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
EKG performed and random blood sugar which were normal. EKG without abnormality. Sugar 146. The manager states they do periodic blood sugars, but did not one today during spell.
IMPRESSION: Syncope spell with hypertension, type II diabetes, and coronary artery disease.

PLAN: The patient advised to contact cardiologist for followup in the office, to go to the emergency room if needed, call an EMS if necessary and to follow up with regular doctors; has a family doctor as well.
