CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with congestion with pressured face for the past six days. He complains of sinus pain with history of sinusitis. He states he has sinus infection a few weeks ago, treated with injections here and Z-PAK with continuing some drainage and some pressure, now worse for the past several days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension with sinusitis. He states he had MRSA symptoms post sinus surgery several years ago with hospitalization for five days. He states he works as a logger for long hours five days a week, exposed to wood shavings and pollen. He takes Flonase and Claritin-D over-the-counter.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states he had labs six months ago all normal including testosterone.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pain and pressure of maxillary and frontal sinuses. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Chronic sinusitis with history of MRSA.
PLAN: The patient is given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with 14-day prescription for Biaxin, to take Medrol 4 mg Dosepak to taper dose over 10 days with two packs given. Advised to continue to use Flonase and Claritin decongestant with suggestion to try Astelin (Pro) over-the-counter as well. Also, recommended to follow up with ENT for additional evaluation as needed.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: As above.
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
