SUBJECTIVE: The patient lost balance few days ago at home and he was taken to emergency room. He had an extensive workup done and there was no intracranial bleed. The patient was sent back home for rehabilitation and the patient is receiving home PT and OT. The patient is improving.
The patient has dandruff on and off and he has used ketoconazole shampoo with good results. The patient does not have any rashes on the skin.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting.
The patient has a history of Parkinson’s disease and he has been cared by his wife 24x7.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Parkinson’s disease.

2. Seborrheic dermatitis.

PLAN:
1. Continue home physical therapy.

2. Start ketoconazole shampoo 2%, apply to the scalp hair two times a week for one month.

3. Return to clinic in one month. I had a long discussion with wife regarding treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
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
