CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of right shoulder pain, constipation, anal pain, and followup after endoscopy.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her family for interpretation and they stated that the patient has right shoulder pain on and off for past 10 days and it is worse upon activities of daily living and the pain level in the right shoulder is 7 or 8 and she denied falling down.
The patient had upper endoscopy and lower endoscopy and she has anal fissure and occasionally she has burning sensation and really she had blood on the tissue paper. The results of the colonoscopy were discussed with the patient and her husband and she has diverticulosis and she was given instructions and the precautions. The patient was also told that she has irritable bowel syndrome and upper endoscopy revealed small hiatal hernia. At this time, the patient does not have any acid reflux and upper tract is good.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Not very significant.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, she lives with her husband and she works housekeeping and cleaning service. The patient does not use any alcohol or any substance abuse and she is cutting down her smoking habits.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable and there is no calf tenderness or swelling.

The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the rotator cuff of the right shoulder and range of movement is limited due to pain; however, the handgrips are bilaterally equal.
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
