CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had gross hematuria at home and he was feeling very weak. The patient was then taken to the emergency room and he was admitted for four to five days and he had bleeding in the urinary bladder, which eventually stopped the subsequently his hemoglobin was less than 7 and he received blood transfusion. The patient had followup CBC two days ago and the results are reviewed with the patient and hemoglobin is low but stable and the patient stated that he has mild shortness of breath upon exertion without any cough or fever and he has no more blood in the urine.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, black stool or blood in the urine.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on lisinopril 10 mg one tablet a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of constipation and he is on MiraLax powder 17 g one time a day.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 40 mg once a day along with bland diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

Also the patient recently had watchman device without any complications.

The patient is going to be seen by University Center by the treatment for small intestine AV malformation.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and children. The patient currently does not work and the patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and heart rate improved after resting.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no suprapubic tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his family and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
