CC: UA followup.

HPI: A 77-year-old female who had a UA done 03/28 secondary to increased confusion. The patient states she does not really remember that she was doing anything unusual. She gets around in her manual wheelchair, she is social and maintains some independence in ADLs. She denied having dysuria, back pain or fever. So, UA done and returned as mixed flora consistent with contamination, sensitivity not performed. In speaking with staff, I asked if how she is now, is how she was when they wanted to do the UA and they stated now that she was just much more confused at that time, but she is back to her baseline.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: MCI with what was perceived as a status change. UA obtained, negative for UTI and the patient per staff is at her baseline.
