CC: Hospital readmit note times two separate hospitalizations.
HPI: A 77-year-old female with end-stage liver disease and atrial fibrillation with CHF. She is status post a WATCHMAN procedure performed on 03/27/2024, by Dr. Coty Jewell at OHH South. The procedure was uneventful. Post procedure, the patient had significant bleeding from the right groin catheter placement site. It took a lot of pressure and she stayed overnight until it was contained and here she has pressure dressings placed by home health. She states that there is tightness in the right groin and the upper thigh making it difficult to turn in bed or weight bear. The patient returned to facility on 03/29/2024. Overall, she states she is sleeping okay. Her appetite is fair. She makes herself drink fluids and will just pick at certain foods. Her pain is managed; when she returned, they sent her back on Norco 5/325 mg t.i.d. Her dosage here has been 10 mg t.i.d., so she will return to that dose. Her diagnoses are atrial fibrillation status post WATCHMAN procedure. The patient tells me that she has an upcoming appointment with Dr. Harlan Wright, her hepatologist and believes that an ultrasound will be done at that time. She is unclear when she has followup with her cardiologist, Dr. Virk.
DIAGNOSES: Atrial fibrillation status post WATCHMAN procedure with postop complication of right groin catheter insertion site bleeding, chronic liver disease end-stage with ascites, hyperlipidemia, chronic seasonal allergies, hypothyroid, UTI prophylaxis, depression and OAB.
MEDICATIONS: On return, Norco 10/325 mg one p.o. q.8h. p.r.n., Lipitor 40 mg q.d., Plavix q.d., Flonase nasal spray q.d., Lasix 40 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 0.1 mg one tablet p.o. q.a.m., Hiprex 1 g b.i.d., nitrofurantoin 50 mg h.s., KCl 20 mEq b.i.d., ropinirole 1 mg t.i.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., spironolactone 50 mg q.d., ursodiol 300 mg b.i.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., Breo Ellipta q.d., and Myrbetriq 25 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Chronically ill-appearing female propped up in bed. She was alert and engaging.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/64, pulse 75, respiratory rate 16 and 105 pounds, which is stable for the patient.

HEENT: Sclera rheumy in appearance. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosal.

NECK: Supple.

CARDIAC: She has a systolic ejection murmur noted at the right second ICS, but most prominent at the vertex, No rub or gallop noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Nontender and no significant ascites.

SKIN: Right groin area: There is a purple bruising subcu from the groin. First, there are large compression bandages in place, but around them is that deep purple subcutaneous blood. The skin is firm and indurated though there is no warmth and only mild tenderness. She also has similar subcu bruising on the posterior right thigh.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has no lower extremity edema. Intact radial pulses. Generalized decreased muscle mass and limited overall motor strength.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pain management. Resume Norco 10/325 mg one p.o. q.8h. p.r.n. and discontinue Norco 5/325 mg.

2. Increased nausea. This is a new issue for the patient, so Zofran 4 mg one p.o. q.4h. p.r.n. ordered and she is capable of asking for the medication.

3. Loose stools. This has been an ongoing intermittent issue for her, so Imodium 2 mg tablets two tablets with first loose stool and then one tablet with each subsequent loose stool NTE eight tablets q.d.

4. Right groin bleeding subcu with induration. It appears to be contained. I told her it is going to be a little uncomfortable because of the limitation in movement and soreness; she is adapting to that.
5. Status post WATCHMAN procedure. Follow up with cardiology. I think she said it will be with Dr. Jewell who did the procedure next week.
6. End-stage liver disease. Follow up with Dr. Wright next week also with ultrasound to be done.
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
