HPI: A 73-year-old with advanced Parkinson’s disease and HTN. She states that both she and her daughter had a request. The patient as far as pain management stated that ibuprofen really used to help and so she would like to reintroduce that on a p.r.n. basis. The patient’s daughter also wants to change her lisinopril 20 mg to h.s. dosing rather than during the day. The patient states that her daughter thinks it makes her sleepy and she does not really agree with that.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Parkinson’s disease, hypertension, chronic pain, insomnia, hypothyroid, glaucoma, and anxiety.

ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: NAS.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/13/24 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/70, pulse 72, respirations 14, and weight 123 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is getting around with her wheelchair and she had no problem propelling herself. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x2. She has to often reference for the specific date. Speech is clear. She voices her needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pain management. IBU 800 mg q.8h. p.r.n. NTE three doses q.d.
2. Hypertension. Lisinopril 20 mg h.s. per daughter’s request of dosing time.
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
