HPI: An 82-year-old female seen in room. When I knocked on the door and then entered the room, it was unlocked. She comes out of her bedroom using her walker and is in a nightgown. I told the patient that I understood she refused lab and told her I would cancel it and I explained why it was being done. She starts then talking about her son that he is cutting her off from the world and people are not seeing it or doing anything about it. I told her she has what she needs were dealing with one specific thing that is the lab and the issue are with her and her son is just that her and her son. She became very upset, glared at me and just stated that I was not listening to her and starts yelling that nobody’s listening to her and start screaming, so I told her that was the end of the visit and I left. Later as I was walking by her door, I saw the ED there and she was listening to the patient talking to herself allowed and she was just kind of crazy talking. She also then later spoke with her and found the patient is not getting away. She started making all kinds of crazy comments so that conversation was ended.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Lab refusal. I have discontinued TSH.

2. Mental health issues with behavioral issues. Not sure really at this point what we are going to do with her. She is not taking it out to the community. So, there is that benefit, but at some point again I will speak with son regarding these issues.
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
