The patient comes in today for followup of blood work. She had had a well-exam done recently. Blood test shows cholesterol of 191, LDL 116, glucose 77, creatinine 0.5, BUN is 18, TSH within normal limits, vitamin D is 28, and vitamin B12 is within normal limits.
The patient also was evaluated today for multiple issues including having leg pain and arm pain which was looked at via ultrasound to make sure she had no evidence of DVT or PVD, none was found. The patient also has had some epigastric pain off and on. We found a 1.2 cm gallstone in the gallbladder. No sign of obstruction. No evidence of cholecystitis. The patient is currently on her period and pelvic exam is within normal limits. We also looked at her abdomen. There was mild evidence of fatty liver, but spleen and kidneys were within normal limits. She did have mild lymphadenopathy as well. The patient’s findings were discussed with her at length before leaving. No new prescriptions were given. The patient will return in a year for a repeat blood work at that time. She is not interested in having her gallbladder looked at or wants to hold off on any further treatment if in case she has any issues with her gallbladder in the future.
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
