HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Jaylee has a complaint of she was coughing quite a bit this morning and then started to vomit. She denies any recent illness. She denies having any fever. No other symptom has been verbalized to me today. She states she just does not feel right. She feels like something is going on.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 75. Respirations 20. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 55 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, and round and react to light. Ears: The right side tympanic membrane much erythema and distorted visually. The patient will need antibiotic therapy for that. The left side within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Normal presentation and non-erythematous.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No other issues are brought forth today.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Right-sided otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 7.5 mL p.o. b.i.d. x 10 days. She is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if needed.
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
