HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-year-old young man here today with mother. Mother states he has got a complaint of seasonal allergies and runny nose. Symptoms are somewhat mild, but it is springtime weather out, he is outside playing, then soon afterward starts developing these allergy type symptoms. Occasional cough, but more of runny nose, puffy eyes and watery eyes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and interacts well through the exam. He does not seem to be in any distress whatsoever, playing well in the room.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 115, but normalizes down in the room with me during the encounter. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 31 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and watery. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area non-erythematous.

NECK: Soft.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Seasonal allergies. The patient will be given Zyrtec 5 mg/5 mL, 3 mL daily for a period of 10 days #30 mL. Mother is going to monitor symptoms, return to clinic or call if not improving.
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
