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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 67-year-old Hispanic male that is referred to the practice because of the presence of hyperkalemia. The hyperkalemia has been treated with the administration of Kayexalate on regular basis, low-potassium diet and the serum potassium today is 5.2.

2. The patient has the presence of chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 03/08/2024, the serum creatinine is 1.3, the BUN is 35 and the estimated GFR is 56. Interestingly, this patient had a history of _______ proteinuria. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with 580 mg. The patient has been taking Farxiga and I think that it has made the difference and has stabilized the proteinuria.

3. Diabetes mellitus. The patient has a hemoglobin A1c of 7.2 that is under control.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. Hypertension that is under control. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
