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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 87-year-old white female that is followed because of the presence of CKD stage IV that is related to loss of kidney mass. She had a renal cell carcinoma of the right kidney that was removed many years ago. Currently, the patient has a serum creatinine that is 1.98, an estimated GFR of 24 and a protein-to-creatinine ratio that is 195 mg/g of creatinine. She has remained very stable.

2. The patient has history of a single kidney. The contralateral kidney was removed because of the renal cell carcinoma.

3. Proteinuria that has remained stable.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

6. The patient has severe arteriosclerotic heart disease status post PCIs x 3. The patient is followed by the cardiologist. She is in stable condition. She is going to go Up North and we will see her in the fall.
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
