HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old little girl. She is here today with mother. There is a complaint of her having head lice. Mother noticed it yesterday. She does have a known exposure to a friend that spent the night several nights ago and she has head lice as well and, at any rate, they must have shared hairbrushes and now Jimena has the head lice.

No other issues verbalized.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for secondhand smoke. Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure is normal 126/62. Pulse 85. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.6. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 116 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Examination of the scalp and hair, I do not see any active lice. However, there are nits and eggs on the hair strands that are visible.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Head lice. The patient will be given Natroba to be taken as directed. She is going to apply Natroba suspension to hair and scalp, leave it on for 10 minutes and then she could rinse it off. She should only need one treatment of that. I have also advised that they clean off combs and hairbrushes in their household and never share hairbrushes with a friend.
2. I have discussed all this with the mother and she verbalizes understanding. She is going to return to clinic or call if needed.
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
