She has had decrease in her O2 sat; today, it is 88% on room air. Usually, her O2 sat _______. Her daughter states that at least she has lost 5 pounds in the past four to six weeks. She is not sleeping at nighttime. She has sundowner’s syndrome. She is only able to sleep with the help of medication. She also suffers from hypertensive heart disease, atherosclerotic heart disease, age-related disability, bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency. The patient’s overall prognosis has deteriorated and, by the way, she has a KPS score of 40% at this time.
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
