The patient is a 68-year-old gentleman with history of endstage COPD, shortness of breath, weakness, difficulty with talking and breathing at the same time, history of increased pain, right-sided heart failure, hypoxemia and lower extremity 1+ edema. The patient demonstrates decreased mentation. The patient is on oxygen at 2 liters. The patient continues to decline usage of oxygen. His O2 sat hovers around 87% to 85% when he walks just a short distance. He has peripheral vascular disease, pedal edema and muscle wasting. KPS score of 40%. MAC down 1 cm compared to be 4. Definite decreased activity. Decreased mentation. Protein-calorie malnutrition. Decreased appetite. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable. Caretaker tells me that he has very little left interest in life and/or others around him. He also has severe rheumatoid arthritis, which causes his pain. Once again, he does not want to take oxygen most of the time. His decline is unavoidable. He is expected to do poorly. KPS score is 40% by the way.
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
