Dear Dr. Jinu:

This is a followup for Mrs. Fankhauser with prior hypertension, proteinuria as well as type II diabetes.  Last visit a year ago, underwent gastric sleeve bariatric surgery May 2023 Dr. Cujoe.  No complications.  Off diabetes blood pressure medicines.  Blood pressure at home 120s/70s.  Esophageal reflux resolved after hiatal hernia repair, incontinence of the urine resolved.  All review of systems is negative.  70 pounds weight loss.  Three to four days a week goes to the gym.
Medications:  Only medication thyroid, Pristiq for depression, Flonase as needed.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 130s/80s.  Negative physical exam.
Labs:  All chemistries are normal.  Minor albumin in the urine 120 mg/g.
Assessment and Plan:  Bariatric surgery, resolution of blood pressure, diabetes abnormalities.  Low level proteinuria.  Does not require any specific treatment.  I do not need to see her back.  All issues discussed with the patient.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
