Dear Patricia:
Mr. Ogas was seen on consultation first time on December 18, 2023 with a history of syncope on November 29, 2023 and one episode about 10 years ago. He has a familial heterozygous hypercholesterolemia, hypertension which is not well controlled, diabetes, and coronary artery disease as demonstrated by coronary calcium score of 245.8 on December 29, 2023. Most of the score was from left anterior descending artery which had a score of 187.5.

In view of this finding, the patient was advised rosuvastatin 20 mg, but the patient states that he prefers to stay with atorvastatin 20 mg which he has been taking. He was also advised ezetimibe 10 mg p.o. h.s. on March 18, 2024, but at that time, he mentioned that he is not interested in taking any more medicine. Also because of his multiple significant coronary risk factor, the plans were made to do the stress Cardiolite scan on him. The approval was given by his health plan. We called him on March 28, 2024, March 29, 2024 and April 1, 2024 to schedule the stress Cardiolite and a Holter recording in view of his history of syncope, but he has not responded.
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At the time of last visit, he had mentioned that he is not interested in doing anything more. So, it is possible that he may not respond. So, please contact him and advise him to do the workup in view of his coronary artery disease, syncope, and significant risk factor of familial heterozygous hypercholesterolemia, hypertension, and diabetes.
Thank you Patricia for referring another patient to me. If I may be of any help with Mr. Ogas care, please do not hesitate to let me know.
