ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No secondhand smoke noted in house.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is in no acute distress.

HEENT: Ears: No changes in hearing noted. On the right ear canal, noted edema and erythema on the external canal. Slight rhinorrhea noted. Pharynx is within normal limits.

NECK: Supple. Full range of motion.

RESPIRATORY: No acute distress. Breath sounds normal.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No gallops or murmurs noted.

ABDOMEN: Nontender. No guarding or rigidity noted.

SKIN: Normal. No rashes. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Right external otitis media.

PLAN: Ciprodex four drops in the right ear twice a day for the next seven days. Follow up as needed. The patient discharged to mother with all followup instructions and questions answered.
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
