This is a 66-year-old woman, originally from Chicago, Illinois, under hospice with congestive heart failure. The patient also suffers from a spinal cord tumor status post bleed into her spinal cord and has become quadriplegic.

The patient has severe pain, requires morphine to control her pain. She also has recurrent urinary tract infections and requires antibiotics from time to time.

Most recently, beginning of March, ended up in the hospital with a kidney stone. She developed sepsis; had fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, went into acute heart failure because of her sepsis required oxygen and Lasix. She states she was quite sick. She thought she was going to die before they were able to turn around and send her back home.

She has a KPS score of 40%. She has lost at least 10 pounds in March because of recent hospitalization and recurrent urinary tract infection and sepsis. The patient also has bouts of depression and evidence of weight loss, decreased appetite and protein-calorie malnutrition.
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
