This is a 73-year-old gentleman seen for face-to-face evaluation today at his residence. He has advanced history of dementia. He lives in a group home, originally from Austin, Texas. He was found to be quite weak. He walks with a cane, but even that has become more and more impossible for him because of weakness. He has an extensive history of smoking as well as extensive ETOH use in the past. His caretaker Barbara tells me that he is staying in bed most of the time. He is sleeping about 16-18 hours a day. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is at a high risk of fall with protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased weight, and decreased mentation and increased confusion. He is bowel and bladder incontinent as is consistent and unavoidable in patients with endstage dementia. The patient has a grave prognosis and expected to do poorly on hospice at this time.
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
