This is an 83-year-old gentleman who was evaluated today for endstage Alzheimer dementia. He is wheelchair bound, he is no longer able to walk because of severe weakness. He has decreased appetite. He is ADL dependent. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He has increased behavioral issues and refuses to use oxygen. He is smoking, but less. He suffers from COPD. He has one child who does not see very often. His weight loss is unavoidable. His history indicates that he has a history of hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease and COPD. He was found to be short of breath. He continues to smoke when he finds someone to push his wheelchair outside, but he is sleeping 12-16 hours a day now. The caretaker tells me that he has increased confusion, decreased appetite, has increased issues with anger and agitation, he is short of breath and has sundowner’s syndrome. He has a KPS score of 40%. His O2 sat is at 88% on room air. Heart rate is 110. He has lower extremity edema consistent with his endstage COPD as well as protein-calorie malnutrition related to weight loss, related to his endstage Alzheimer dementia. Overall prognosis remains poor for this 83-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice.
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
