This is a 76-year-old single black gentleman, lives in a group home with a caretaker. He is a heavy smoker, continues to smoke. He has lost 2.5 pounds and one inch on his MAC. He is on hospice with diagnosis of COPD. His confusion has increased. He is oriented to person only. His guardianship was awarded to the caretaker, which she has been in the process of obtaining for sometime. He is no longer able to manage his own affairs because of his confusion. Other morbidities include anxiety, hypertension, Alzheimer’s dementia and behavioral disturbances, atrial fibrillation on amiodarone; because of his weight loss, he is only on 100 mg as well as recent pneumonia, history of CVA, protein-calorie malnutrition and schizophrenia. He is total ADL dependent. With his weight loss and decreased appetite, it is even more difficult for him to get around. He is at a high risk of fall. He has a KPS score of 40%. Weight loss is unavoidable. Because of his end-stage Alzheimer’s dementia, he has issues with choking episodes and aspiration symptoms. His behavioral issues managed by Depakote, which is only partially working for him at this time. He has more tremors consistent with advanced mixed tremors. He is off O2 because he refuses to take it. His O2 sat is hovering around 90 to 91%. His last weight was at 140 pounds and today he was weighed by me at 136 pounds. He continues to be hospice appropriate.
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
