This is a 78-year-old gentleman with history of congestive heart failure, renal insufficiency, hypertension, COPD, and atrial fibrillation. The patient becomes very short of breath with activity. He does not use oxygen at this time. He has a documented EF of 20%. He used to work for the waste water management in Houston, Texas. He has not been a heavy smoker or drinker in the past. Because of his congestive heart failure, he has orthopnea, PND, shortness of breath, weakness, decreased appetite and weight loss. He also requires help with most all ADL. He is bowel and bladder incontinent and wears a diaper. Overall prognosis remains poor. He lives with a caretaker and his wife who also has multiple medical issues. He has a KPS score 40% and to be declining regarding his heart failure and associated symptoms of pedal edema, shortness of breath and decreased exercise tolerance. He also has a history of seizure disorder controlled with medication. His mentation is diminished because of atrial fibrillation, which robs him of 5 to 10% of his cardiac output especially in face of low ejection fraction of 20%. He also has decreased mentation because of hypoperfusion.
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
